Punctuality is the percentage of trains that arrived within three minutes of the scheduled 

time. 

Cancelled means the percentage of trains that were scheduled to, but didn’t stop, at this 

station. This does not include trains which didn’t stop at this station if the decision was made 

before 22:00 the previous day.
